Eligibility

The BBB® Military Student Ethics Scholarship recognizes college-bound high-school
students and adult learners who are children or spouses of a military member. The
applicant must personify high ethics demonstrated through leadership, community service,
overall integrity and academic standing.

The applicant must be a resident of Connecticut that is a current High School Senior
in the State. The applicant must be a child of a current or retired military member. The
applicant could also be an adult learner that is a spouse of a current or retired military
member.

The winner will receive a $2,500 scholarship to an accredited college or university of

his or her choice. Scholarships must be applied within one year from the date awarded
the scholarship. The funds will be distributed directly to the school upon verification of
the student’s college enrollment. The scholarship must be applied toward school related
expenses including tuition, on campus room and/or board, books, or other approved
educational items. BBB reserves the right to revoke a recipient’s scholarship if they do not
meet the policy provisions stated above.

Submission & Deadline

Entries are open from October 16, 2023 - March 15, 2024

Entries for BBB’s Military Student Ethics Scholarship Award will be reviewed by the
Selection Committee comprised of business leaders and members of the academic
community. Judges will select the scholarship recipients based on their leadership,
contributions to their communities and schools, personal integrity, academic
accomplishments, and written essay. Decisions of the judges are final.
